The Culture at LHS

IB and non-IB students learn together in
classes during their freshman and sopho-
more years. The six IB subjects are re-
stricted to IB students in the 11th and 12th
grades; however, electives and other LHS
course requirements have students of all
learning skills and grades. All IB teachers
also teach non-IB courses and have at-
tended IB training every five years, when
subject curriculum is cyclically reviewed
and revised. Many IB teachers also attend
Level 3 seminars for experienced IB teach-
ers. Every summer, LHS sends 6-10 of its
faculty and administrators to IB training at

sites around North America.
